Thank you for your email dated 15th July 2009. As the information you requested is not personal or environmental it has been processed in accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000.
Initially, I would like to take this opportunity to apologise for the delay in responding to your request. This is due to a clerical error within this section. Please be assured we are currently carrying out a thorough review of all our office procedures to minimise the possibility of any future delays.

I have investigated your request and can confirm that Nottingham City Council paid Dr Bowbrick £8,000 as a result of the decision at the Information Tribunal.
